
(TN) Persons living together prohibited from adopting children 

- SB3910/HB3713  This bill prohibits any individual who is 

cohabitating in a sexual relationship outside of a marriage 

that is valid under the constitution and laws of this state from 

adopting a minor.  This bill would also cost the state of Ten-

nessee $4,548,500. In April Senator Paul Stanley (R-

Germantown) requested that his bill to ban unmarried, cohab-

iting couples from adopting children, SB3910, be referred to a 

summer study.  The Senate Judiciary Committee approved this 

request.  It will be joined by another adoption bill, SB2908 by 

Beverly Marrero (D-Memphis).
