Recently the President signed a Hate Crimes Act that in-

cludes gender identity, gender expression, and sexual ori-

entation. Yet as this monumental change takes place, we 

are far from a society which understands what being 

Transgender means and accepts such individuals equally. 

 

Transcenders is working to promote an educational and 

informative means to bring the area's varied communities 

to respond to Transgender needs. Some of the needs and 

issues which the Transgender seek include continuity 

within family relationships, a safe workplace and equal 

employment, as well as appropriate medical care. 

 

Even though others may have access to emergency hous-

ing and services, the Transgender are often denied basic 

services and are forced to the streets and a homeless exis-

tence. In many counties the Human Resource Services 

and other public agencies are ill prepared to respond to 

those who are Transgender, and often protection and as-

sistance are not available. Worse, children and young 

adults are also lacking protection both in the home and 

schools and a means to access an advocate for care. Do-

mestic violence is a common feature and pressing con-

cern in the lives of all Transgender individuals. 

 

There is much to do and we as a resource to the Trans-

gender community are working hard to promote recogni-

tion and action on the behalf of a community that is for 

most part ignored. We encourage all who are Trans-

gender, their Significant Partners, Spouses, and those 

who are employers and professionals to participate with 

Transcenders. Someone who is Transgender can be your 

child, spouse, or friend; show that you care.

The evening 

worship (6 pm) will be a candlelight service with communion.  The Rev. Dr. 
Janice Mynchenberg, church liaison to the TN Valley Pride Board, will be the 

preacher. 

  

Pastor David Brown and the Pilgrim Congregational Church at the corner of 

Glenwood and Fourth invite you to a candlelight communion service on Christ-

mas Eve at 8 pm.  Earlier in the month, the church is hosting a concert by the 
TN Valley Pride Singers on Friday, Dec. 4, at 7:30.
